The Nominating Committee for the Friends of Mineralogy is pleased to submit the following nominations for members of
the Board of Directors for the period of 2009-2012:

Jim Etzwiler is an aerospace engineer by training. He has been active in collecting and studying minerals for about the
last 15 years. He started out in a local study group which introduced him to the Pacific Northwest Friends of Mineralogy.
Participation at several levels increased and he later was elected as president of PNWFM. At the national level he has
attended most of the membership and board meetings for the last eight years representing PNWFM and for about the
last four years he has been maintaining the National FM web site. Jim also participates in the Pacific Northwest Micro-
Mineral Study group and the Society of Mineral Museum Professionals.

James F. Hurlbut has been an active volunteer at the Denver Museum of Natural History for over 20 years and is well known for
his work on the Paul Seel micromount collection. He has many publications on minerals to his credit and has taught a continuing
education course on the rocks and minerals of Colorado. Jim is past president of the American Federation of Mineralogical Socie-
ties, immediate past treasurer of FM, and a member of many mineralogical and scientific organizations.

Mark Mauthner has been involved with minerals all his life. He was born in a mining camp in Canada's Yukon Territory
and for the last 20 years, Mark has been predominantly occupied with mineral museum activities, beginning with the
M.Y. Williams Geological Museum at the University of British Columbia (where he also earned his MSc in geology) as
assistant curator. Mark spent a year as an exploration geologist before getting involved in the conception, design, build-
ing and serving as director/curator of the Pacific Mineral Museum. In 2002, Mark was lured to the U.S. as an associate
curator of the Houston Museum of Natural Science and more recently as assistant curator and data management spe-
cialist for the Gemological Institute of America Museum. In addition to being involved in designing and developing all of
the Pacific Mineral Museum's exhibits, Mark curated a major gold exhibit at the PMM and co-curated another major gold
exhibit at the Houston Museum of Natural Science. During his years of museum involvement he has also produced over
30 show exhibits, given more than 40 lectures, taught at a prospecting school, given grade school talks and written many
articles on minerals and mineral localities

Dr. Art Soregaroli is a retired geologist who has served in a wide variety of significant positions in the private sector with
brief forays into academia and the Geological Survey of Canada. He is still an active consultant to the private sector. Art
is a collector and a long-time director of FM and past president of the British Columbia Museum of Mining.

Carol Smith is former president of the Greater Denver Area Gem and Mineral Council. Her interest in minerals dates to
1976, when she met her husband Bill. They have collaborated on a number of magazine articles for Rocks and Minerals
and The Mineralogical Record.

Museum Assistance Program
August was a great time to be in the Mojave Desert d particularly in a cool museum! The Southern California Friends of Miner-
alogy (SCFM) convened for a curatorial work day at the Mojave River Valley Museum (MRVM) in Barstow.

The group of SCFM members included four college students (Danielle, Megan, Cathy and Dan). It focused on the inventory of
exhibit specimens, collections, and geology storage organization. Two tall exhibit cases contained 72 cubic feet of minerals
from one donor. The challenge was to inventory the specimens, affix an accession number to each, enter data on a spread
sheet, and return the specimens to the cases in educational groupings.

The remainder of the same collection was not on exhibit, and these specimens were identified and numbered, or placed in a
category with recommendations for deaccessioning. A third task involved organizing the geologic specimens in storage. Rocks
were sorted from the minerals, and the minerals arranged in a modified Dana system. The group was able to complete these
three tasks and depart by six PM with a real feeling of accomplishment! (R. Reynolds)

Donations to Museums

The SCFM museum assistance program has involved some of our members who help museums even though they can not
drive distances from their homes. Several members donate duplicate and extra mineral specimens to the SCFM for distribu-
tion to southern California museums. One member donated approximately 120 specimens, which southern California about
their interest in receiving geographically local specimens or specimens from a wider area.
